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About Pui Ying

Founder of Pui Ying

Rev. Dr. Henry V. Noyes
(1836-1914)

Rev. Dr. Henry V. Noyes, devoted his life to
preaching the gospel and contributing to ed-
ucation. He traveled across the ocean from the
United States to preach in China. He experi-
enced and overcame many difficulties. In 1879,
he founded Pui Ying School in Guangzhou to
benefit future generations.

Rev. Noyes was born in Ohio, USA in 1836. He
was fond of learning new things especially
mathematics since childhood. He believed
knowledge was a tool to eliminate poverty. He
went to preach in China in 1860. In 1879, he
founded Anhe Hall in Shaji, west of Guang-
zhou, which was the forerunner of Pui Ying
School. It was one of the earliest schools in
Guangzhou to offer modern science courses. In
1888, the school was moved to Huadi. Since
the teaching combined Chinese and Western
culture, it became very popular and famous,
and some people even came from Canada, the
United States and Australia to study.

Rev. Noyes served as the dean of Pui Ying
School until his death in Huadi in January
1914 at the age of 77. The Pui Ying School he
established has developed into China, Canada
and the United States, cultivating countless
talents. Guangzhou Daily once praised the ed-
ucation and medical system established by
Rev. Noyes "benefiting generations of Guang-
zhou people".

The family of Pui Ying has expanded tremendously since
the establishment of Pui Ying School at Guangzhou by Rev.
Henry Varnum Noyes, D.D. in 1879. Our predecessors had
been making great efforts to establish and expand Pui Ying
School to educate young generations throughout the
years. To honor and continue our founder’s noble spirit of
serving people worldwide, Pui Ying Christian Services Soci-
ety (PYCSS) was established and registered as a non-profit
organization in Vancouver in 1992.

Celebrating PYCSS 30th anniversary in 2022

In 2022, Pui Ying Christian Services Society celebrates its
30 years of working to serve and enrich people and com-
munities through education and promotion of Western
and Chinese culture.

Our mission to support heritage language
and culture learning

Our Chinese programs help children to learn a heritage
language and culture, to develop language skills and ex-
pand their social and cross-cultural experience, and most
important of all, to understand their role and responsibility
in maintaining multicultural harmony in their community
and country.

Our Society has established more than 21 Chinese schools
serving over 1,000 families each year in Greater Vancouver
area. In addition to Pui Ying Richmond Chinese School
which is operated on our own premises, we rent classrooms
from public schools to offer afterschool Chinese programs
to school aged students. Locations of our Chinese Schools
are in Vancouver East and West, Burnaby, Coquitlam, and
Richmond. With encouragement and support from parents
and schools, we are planning to open more locations to

serve wider communities in coming years.

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Ovur childcare services to support local fami-

lies in need

In June 2018, we began operation of our first licensed child-
care centre Flying Eagle Child Care Centre in Richmond, BC.
Our childcare centre has joined the B.C. Child Care Fee Re-
duction Initiative to support local families in need. We re-
cruit certified early childhood educators to provide a safe
and nurturing environment with a variety of engaging activ-
ities designed to support each child’s developmental needs.

Ovur international collaboration to promote

economy and culture

After three decades of commitment and dedication, Pui
Ying has established good reputation and collaboration
with local and overseas organizations to enrich the liveli-
hood, education, and well-being of local community.

We organize “Stories of Vancouver” which is a three-
week English immersion program every summer for over-
seas students between the age of 13 and 17. The program
includes English lessons, field trips, and home-stay experi-
ence. This program provides our summer students a fun
language learning environment and a Canadian lifestyle

experience.

We invite alumni and friends around the world to join our
anniversary celebration events and meetings every year. To
help promote local economy, our celebration activities in-
clude anniversary banquets, meetings, local and cross prov-
ince visits and trips, so that our guests can enjoy and expe-
rience together the beautiful scenery, culture, gourmet, and
learn more about local history and development.

Pui Ying Christian Services Society is a non-profit organiza-
tion registered in Canada since 1992. Throughout the past
30 years, we have been promoting harmonization in a multi-
cultural society through quality educational programs and
services to the local community.

people, to serve people, and to support multicultural harmo-
ny.

Ovur 30th Anniversary Bulletin

Our 30th Anniversary Bulletin not just highlights the achieve-
ment of our Society over the years, it also communicates
with our alma mater and readers worldwide the continuing
efforts of our Society in fulfilling the mission of Rev. Henry
Varnum Noyes, D.D., who founded Pui Ying back in 1879, to
educate all generations with love and compassion. This year,
we also plan to launch a digital edition of this bulletin, mak-
ing it more appealing to readers who opt for paperless me-
dia.
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PYCSS: History

Origin

The Board of Directors of Pui Ying Middle School of Hong
Kong (now named Pui Ying Secondary School) always re-
members with gratitude that our founder who came alone
from America to China to preach the gospel and promote
education amidst adversities. To commemorate the noble
spirit of our founder in serving people in the world, the
Board of Directors adopted a resolution to establish Pui
Ying Christian Services Society (PYCSS) in Vancouver in
1992.

Establishment

In the formative years of PYCSS, Dr. Min Woon So and
members of the Board of Directors of Pui Ying Middle
School often traveled to Vancouver and spent a great deal
of time and efforts in finding a suitable location for the or-
ganization. With the joint efforts of the local PYCSS direc-
tors and members of Vancouver Alumni Association, a site
was found.

Pui Ying Christian Services Society registered as a non-
profit organization on 24 November 1992. With the dona-
tion from Pui Ying Middle School of Hong Kong, the Socie-
ty purchased two properties for rental purposes. The rental
incomes provided revenues for the development of the So-
ciety which began its operation in 1993.

In October 1993, PYCSS decided to set up an office and a
centre for educational and social services at Suite 103, 2880
West 4th Avenue, Vancouver. The centre officially opened
on 23 July 1994, to serve the community under the leader-
ship of Dr. So. Over the years, the Society had established
more than 20 Pui Ying Chinese Schools in Greater Vancou-
ver to serve over 1,000 students.
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In 1997, PYCSS registered with the Private Post-Secondary
Education Commission of British Columbia to operate Pui
Ying College. The centre expanded its floor area to 4,400
square feet to accommodate more programs and services.

In 2008, PYCSS purchased a new office on 8580 Cambie
Road in Richmond and in the same year sold the one in
Vancouver. In 2009, PYCSS moved its office to Richmond.
An Opening Ceremony was held on September 12, 20009.

In 2011, PYCSS purchased a new property on 3780
Sexsmith Road in Richmond to establish our first licensed
childcare centre Flying Eagle Childcare Centre. This new
building is named Dr. Eugene So Education Centre in hon-
or of the contribution and leadership of Dr. So to the Soci-
ety.

Vision and Mission

Pui Ying Christian Services Society, aspired to be a cross-
cultural learning centre, will prepare students to become
exceptional global citizens, promote Christian values, serve
the local community, and foster international cooperation.

PYCSS will provide quality education to its students and
create an environment dedicated to excellence, service,
teamwork, and harmony. PYCSS will cooperate with local
and overseas educational institutions, churches, and com-
munity organizations to serve the needs of our culturally
diverse community.

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Development of Pui Ying Chinese School

The Pui Ying education system has been developed for 143
years, with its aim to continue the mission of our founder,
Rev. H Noyes, to promote education and serve the commu-
nity with the belief in "faith, hope, and love".

Pui Ying Chinese School was the first educational program
coordinated by PYCSS. Pui Ying Chinese School provides 2-
hour after school and weekend Chinese language programs
to school-aged children, including heritage and non-heritage
learners. We have served over 1,000 families each year in
Greater Vancouver. Our Chinese School aims to help children
understand Chinese languages and cultures, and to equip
them with a language tool to communicate effectively while
bridging the East and West in a globalized society.

Characteristics

Interaction plays an important role in our language teaching.
We encourage our students to express their ideas and obser-
vations more frequently in Chinese to build up their confi-
dence. Our lessons also teach students virtues to become
good and responsible citizens, and values to respect and
appreciate different cultures in our country.

Depending on the size of the student population, in each
school we assign a principal or head teacher to monitor the
overall operation and quality of our Chinese classes. Our
principals and head teachers report to the Superintendent of
Pui Ying Chinese School, and they serve as a liaison between
the school they manage and Pui Ying Christian Services Soci-
ety. They are responsible for monitoring and advising on the
quality and progress of teaching and learning. Each Chinese
school will regularly hold parents meetings to collect feed-
backs and comments. We regularly provide training sessions
to our team to share teaching experience and knowledge.

During the COVID-19 pandemic period, we organized train-
ings and workshops on online teaching and online class
management for principals and teachers to ensure smooth
transition. Our principals continued their supervisory role in
online classes, and they continued to bridge the communica-
tion between teachers, parents, and Pui Ying. Our teachers
could make use of online resources to share, design and en-
rich the content of their online classes.

Locations of Pui Ying Chinese School

In early 1990s, Pui Ying established several Chinese schools
in the city of Vancouver. In 1993, we started our first school
at Kerrisdale Elementary School to teach Mandarin
(traditional characters) and Hanyu Pinyin.

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Our Chinese School services extended to the city of Rich-
mond in 2001. We operated our Chinese programs in Hugh
Boyd Secondary School and McNair Secondary School.
When Pui Ying Centre moved to Richmond in 2009, we com-
bined Hugh Boyd Chinese School and McNair Chinese
School and formed Pui Ying Richmond Chinese School.

In 2012, we expanded our school locations to serve Burnaby
communities. Until 2019, Pui Ying had opened 12 school lo-
cations in Burnaby district, including (listed according to the
year of establishment):

Lochdale Elementary School, Kitchener Elementary School,
Capitol Hill Elementary School, Windsor Elementary School,
Burnaby Central Secondary School (Mandarin division), Clin-
ton Elementary School, Montecito Elementary School, Taylor
Park Elementary School, Burnaby Central Secondary School
(Cantonese division), Parkcrest Elementary School, Brantford
Elementary School, and Alpha Secondary School.

In 2015, Pui Ying Chinese School opened its location in Har-
bour View Elementary School in the city of Coquitlam.

In 2020, Pui Ying launched Chinese programs online amid
the pandemic restrictions. With the aid of technology and
internet learning platform, it opened a new page to the de-
velopment of Pui Ying school -- our online programs
reached out students across Canada, and southward to those
from the Washington State in the U.S.

Pui Ying Course Materials

In 2004, Pui Ying Chinese School reviewed and edited its cur-
riculum. Our course materials are designed in a way to fit
the needs of our locally born students. Pui Ying Chinese
School textbook and workbook series (from Kindergarten
level 1 to Grade 6) include local content, section on practic-
ing dialogue and section on values education in each chap-
ter. We invited professional to design the cover and illustra-
tions. Pui Ying is one of the few Chinese schools in Canada
compiling and developing localized textbooks ourselves.

In August 2010 Pui Ying developed Fun with Mandarin book
series especially for students from 5 to 8 years old to learn
and master the skills in Hanyu pinyin, writing and reading.

In January 2012 Dinosaur Mandarin book series was devel-
oped to teach Mandarin to locally born and non-Chinese
speaking children through activities, stories and multimedia
teaching methods.

We developed our own course materials with reference to
the Suggested Curriculum Guide for Chinese Language writ-
ten by British Columbia Chinese Schools Association. All our
course materials were successfully registered with Canada
Intellectual Property Office in 2008 and in 2013.

School Activities

To develop students' confidence in applying Chinese lan-
guage, Pui Ying Chinese School organizes different activities
throughout the school year to encourage their participation.
Our activities include Chinese New Year Greetings (Fai-chun)
Writing and Drawing Competition, Handwriting Competition,
Recitation Contest, Essay Writing Competition.

It is vital to teach our younger generation stories and mean-
ings behind various cultural traditions to promote under-
standing and cultural harmony. We organize events, such as
Chinese New Year Fun Fair, Christmas party, and Easter col-
oring game, to celebrate popular festivals.

Graduation cum End of School Year Ceremony of Pui Ying
Chinese School is held every June. Every year we will have
Pui Ying directors, guests of honors, government officials
and popular professionals to join us, make speech, and pre-
sent awards and certificates. This signature event also brings
many of our families together to share the happiness and
accomplishment of their children.

In late April 2022, we hosted our first online Recitation Con-
test on Zoom. The Contest for Mandarin Group was held on
23 April and that for Cantonese Group was conducted on 30
April. Both events were completed successfully. The award
ceremony took place on 14 May 2022 in Pui Ying Centre.

To celebrate PYCSS 30th anniversary, a Coloring & Drawing
Contest was organized in May 2022, inviting Chinese School
students to submit their creative and colorful work in a relat-
ed theme. The award ceremony was held on 6 August 2022
in Pui Ying Centre.

Changes in 2020

In April 2020, all Chinese School in-person classroom pro-
grams were suspended due to province-wide school closure
in response to the COVID-19 pandemic. All our activities,
including competitions and graduation ceremony, had to be
cancelled.

During that uncertain and challenging times, Pui Ying Chi-
nese School coordinated series of training sessions for our
principals and teachers to learn and understand online
teaching and management. In September 2020, we com-
menced our Chinese School programs online. Just like our
regular school programs, our online programs offer three
language divisions: Cantonese, Mandarin (Traditional charac-
ters), and Mandarin (Simplified characters), with levels rang-
ing from Kindergarten level to Grade 11. Starting from
2022/2023 school year, we will offer online classes and in-
person classroom lessons.

Summer Courses

In June 2020, a working group was set up to discuss and plan
the direction of online course teaching and resource pairing.
The group was led by Mr. James Fong (Vice Chairman,
PYCSS), and members included Ms. Jeannie Lee (Treasurer,
PYCSS), Ms Anita Yeung (Director, PYCSS), Ms. Nellie Chan
(Chief Administrator and Superintendent, PYCSS), and two
Chinese School principals, Ms. Shirley Lam and Ms. Sophia
Wang, who were experienced in online teaching. Our first
online course Living Chinese was delivered in August 2020.

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Living Chinese was delivered in Cantonese and in Mandarin.
There were three levels: Beginners, Intermediate learners,
and Advanced learners. Each course was made up of 8 units,
each unit with a different topic about children’s daily life in
North America. The course materials were designed, and
reviewed regularly, by a team of Pui Ying principals and
teachers. Living Chinese placed emphasis on verbal interac-
tion and the use of appropriate vocabularies to express their
thoughts.

We received many positive feedback from parents and stu-

dents who requested this kind of conversational courses for
children to be offered regularly by Pui Ying Centre. In 2021,
the course was renamed Daily Conversation. In 2022 sum-

mer, course materials on Daily Conversation have been ex-

panded to Level 4.

In 2021, we added two more courses to our summer pro-
grams: Pinyin and Word Fun for children ages 3 to 6, and
Pinyin and Reading for children who wanted to improve their
recitation skills and pronunciation. In 2022, we offered a new
course on Creative Writing in response to requests from par-
ents. This course targets to build up children’s creativity in
writing through exploring and sharing new ideas on the
world around them and things that interest them.

Pui Ying Chinese School offers a variety of Chinese language
courses, like Grammar (grammar, speaking, writing, reading
and listening), Conversational language, Hanyu Pinyin, Read-
ing, and Creative Writing, to meet different learning needs of
students. We have established a number of Pui Ying Chinese
School locations in various cities -- Vancouver East, Vancou-
ver West, Burnaby, Richmond, and Coquitlam. Since the de-
livery of our online Chinese programs in 2020, we have ex-
tended our serving communities to cities in inner British Co-
lumbia, in Alberta, Saskatchewan, Quebec, and to cities in the
State of Washington State in the United State of America. It
marks another milestone for Pui Ying when developing edu-
cation services overseas.

The post-pandemic years are challenging to Pui Ying Chinese
School. We are facing facility rent price increase and COVID
19 related surcharges in public schools, staff request for sala-
ry increment, affordability concern over tuition fee increase,
as well as local market competition. All these test Pui Ying’s
adaptability and resourcefulness in the new era. We need to
make adjustment to cope with these pressures. We also need
to prepare both in-person and online modes of class deliv-
ery, and develop more quality Chinese language courses for
our children.

Pui Ying Chinese School is grateful for the leadership and
encouragement from Pui Ying honorary advisors, directors,
senior members and alumni, for the trust and support from
parents and students, and for the contribution from the en-
tire staff team.

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Programs and Activities at PYCSS

We continue the spirit of our founder, Rev. Henry Varnum
Noyes, to support community harmony and serve people with
education. Pui Ying Centre coordinates a variety of classes,
including Chinese programs for kids, English classes and Citi-
zenship classes for adults, Art classes (Chinese calligraphy,
Chinese painting), Vocal training and Singing classes, Piano
lessons, Dance lessons, Gardening Club, Women’s Club, and
Tai Chi classes.

In 2020 March, our Centre was closed due to COVID-19 lock-
down and the Centre was reopened in August. All indoor
events and activities had to be cancelled because of public
health restrictions. In-person English classes were resumed in
September 2020 but the class size was largely affected in or-
der to follow the public health order on indoor venue capacity
and physical distancing requirement.

Chinese Programs for Kids

Pui Ying Centre offers Chinese language learning programs to
children. Duration of each program is 36 weeks, and each
class is 1 hour and 30 minutes. Classes are delivered in Pui
Ying Centre, Richmond. We offered online classes during the
pandemic. Starting from September 2022, we offer both
online and in-person classes. The course material and teacher
recruitment and management are the same as those of Pui

Ying Chinese School.

Flying Eagle Child Care Center

The Program at FECC

Flying Eagle Child Care Center, a B.C. government-
licensed child care centre, serves children from 30
months to 5 years old. The program design is inspired
by the Reggio Emilia, Montessori and Play Based ap-
proaches to support each child's sensory and cognitive
development, social skills, and language development.
The day care center offers special classes such as dance,
music, crafts, and languages to stimulate children’s curi-

osity and interest in learning.

The childcare centre was closed due to BC provincial
lock down from April to June 2020 and it resumed op-
eration in July 2020. During the pandemic, the number
of new enrollments was significantly affected. To en-
sure a safe and healthy environment for children and
staff, the childcare centre follows strictly the provincial

health guidelines.

Pui Ying Christian Services Society
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Vancouver P.Y.A.A. : Establishment

The Vancouver Pui Ying Alumni Association (VPYAA) was es-
tablished in July 1966, and it has been a Pui Ying alumni com-
munity in Vancouver, B.C., for 56 years. It was organized by
less than 10 alumni in the very beginning, and now there are
more than 200 members in the Association. On 23 September
1996, PYAA registered with the BC government and became a
non-profit organization named The Vancouver Pui Ying Alum-
ni Association.

VPYAA operates in accordance with its own constitution and
regulations. Election of officers are held every two years.
Candidates are nominated by Pui Ying House members. At
the general meeting, secret ballots are used to elect 15 direc-
tors. These 15 directors will vote among themselves to select
Chairman, Vice Chairman, and officers to manage the Associa-
tion.

Purposes of the Vancouver Pui Ying Alumni Association :

¢ To provide association members an avenue for the ad-
vancement of friendship within the association, and among
the community at large.

¢ To facilitate a spirit of cooperation and assistance amongst
the members of the association.

e To promote the “White and Green” traditions of the Pui
Ying Secondary School.

1. Tea gatherings

e The Wednesday tea gathering of the Association has been

a long-time practice for years. There were usually more
than 20 alumni attended. The gathering took place in
Floata Seafood Restaurant.

Due to the increasing number of immigrants, many of
these alumni have settled in South Vancouver and Rich-
mond. Since 1999, our regular tea party has been re-
scheduled to the last Saturday of each month in Rich-
mond. This activity has been suspended since the pan-
demic.

2. Annual celebrations

« Chinese New Year Gatherings in February -- The Chinese

population in Vancouver has continued to grow, and
many societies have held various traditional Chinese
Lunar New Year celebrations. VPYAA also arranges cele-
bration activities.

Spring Dinner and Annual General Meeting in April -- A
new board of directors is elected every two years.

Summer picnic in July -- Every year, the Alumni Associ-
ation chooses to hold a picnic at Burnaby Central Park
or Burnaby Barnet Marine Park or other locations.
Alumni bring their families to participate, and the Asso-
ciation also provides roasted pigs, noodles, rice, season-
al fruits and drinks.

e Christmas Party in December -- In recent years, VPYAA
joined Pui Ying Centre to celebrate Christmas. Every
year, government officials, media representatives, Chi-
nese school principals and teachers are invited to our
Christmas dinner. Some alumni donate gifts for the
lucky draw. There usually are more than 200 guests
attending the dinner.

e Zoom Meeting replaces joint activities during the pan-
demic. VPYAA has meetings with other alumni associa-
tions every two months. In 2022, the Alumni Association
and the Northwest Alumni Association of the United
States celebrated Pui Ying’s 143rd anniversary online. More
than 40 alumni from Vancouver, Toronto, Seattle, Cali-
fornia, Hong Kong, and Texas participated.

Vancouver Pui Ying Voice

The idea of having our own newsletter, Vancouver Pui Ying
Voice, was raised by Mr Kwok Luen Lam, and was accepted by
the Association on July 26, 1992. In its early stage, the pro-
duction of our newsletter was funded by alumni associations
and alumni from all over the world, enabling it to be pub-
lished regularly the latest development of our alma mater, as
well as the activities of the alumni associations across the
world. Our newsletter served to connect alumni globally.

Vancouver Pui Ying Voice was a ten-page monthly bul-
letin fully open to all alumni and Pui Ying students
around the world to contribute articles and photos and
to share updates. It was published on the 25th of every
month, and 850 copies were published in each issue.
With Pui Ying Christian Services Society sponsoring the
postage, 300 copies of our newsletter were sent to
Hong Kong Pui Ying Secondary School, which were then
distributed among domestic schools in Hong Kong, Ma-
cau, Taiwan and other cities in China. The remaining
copies would be sent directly by VPYAA to its members
and to other alumni associations and members in North
America, Australia, New Zealand, and Europe.

Keeping up with the digital trend, Vancouver Pui Ying
Voice went online in 2000. This digital publishing re-
leased the restrictions on quantity of articles and pho-
tos to share, and it relieved us from the expensive post-
age on paper distribution worldwide.

Lately, however, this 20 years old newsletter has to sus-
pend its production due to lack of manpower. We ex-
press our best wishes to Mr Kwok Luen Lam, founder of
Vancouver Pui Ying Voice on his recent retirement and
our gratitude to his unreserved contribution to develop
the newsletter.
